Product Safety L egidation

“A fogyasztovédelemrol szolo 1997. évi CLV. torvény” (Consumer Protection Act) asamain
framework act provides proper protection of consumer interests, with special emphasis on the
safety of goods and services, protection of property, proper information and education of
consumers, efficient legal remedy, and on consumer protection through NGOs, and
strengthening the ingtitutions necessary for the enforcement of consumer protection
legislation in Hungary. Many of the European directives covering consumer product safety
are implemented by “Rendelet” (=Ministeria Decree) based upon the Consumer Protection
Act or other acts).

Implementation of several European Directives covering consumer product safety:

e General Product Safety Directive (2001/95/EC) is implemented in the “A
fogyasztévédelemrdl sz6l6 1997. évi CLV. torvény” (Consumer Protection Act) and in the
“Az aruk és szolgaltatasok biztonsagossagardl és az ezzel kapcsolatos piacfelligyel eti
gjarasrol szOold 79/1998. (1V.29.) Korm. rendelet” (Government Decree on safety of
goods and services and related market surveillance procedure).

e Low Voltage Directive (73/23/EEC) is implemented in the “Az egyes villamosségi
termékek biztonsdgi kdvetelményeirsl és az azoknak vald megfelel6ség értékel ésérol
szol6 79/1997. (X11.31.) IKIM rendelet” (Decree on safety requirements and conformity
assessment of electrical products).

e Toy Directive (88/378/EEC) is implemented in the “A gyermekjatékszerek
IKIM-NM egytittes rendelet” (Decree on safety requirements, testing and certification of
toys).
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e Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC) Directive (89/336/EEC) is implemented in the “ Az
el ektroméagneses sszeférhetosegrol sz6l6 31/1999. (V.11.) GM-KHVM rendelet” (Decree
on EMC).

e Personal Protective Equipment Directive (89/686/EEC) is implemented in the “ Az egyéni
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SzCsM rendelet” (Decree on the requirements and conformity certification of personal
protective equipment).
e Gas appliances Directive (90/396/EEC) is implemented in the “Egyes gézfogyasztd

rendelet” (Decree on gas appliances).

e Machinery Directive (98/37/EC) is implemented in the “A gépek biztonségi
rendelet” (Decree on the requirements and conformity certification of machinery).

e Radio equipment and telecommunications terminal equipment (R&TTE) Directive
(1999/5/EC) is implemented in the “A rédioberendezésekrol és az elektonikus hirkozl6
végberendezésekrol, valamint megfelel6ségik kolcsonds elismerésérél szol6 5/2004.
(IV.13.) IHM rendelet” (Decree on Telecommunication).
