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All project participants have a Webex member account. The number of member accounts
is nearing one hundred, the maximum for our current financial plan, and we are now
implementing generic accounts to allow the number of users to rise above one hundred.

Impact of the measure
There have been around 1100 visits to the site by the 27 member accounts who are most
active i.e. have visited the site ten times. There have also been over 450 guest accesses
to the site. The Webex site is also being used to host documents for the market
surveillance of cigarette lighters. More detailed statistics on the use of the site are given
in Annex 7 of this review.

Web-site
A web-site has been implemented alongside the Webex Weboffice. The web-site
www.emars.eu is the public face of the project. The project is described on the web-site
and there are links to the newsletters and the first annual report. There are also pages on
the web-site devoted to the workshop held in the spring, the rapid advice forum, the
market surveillance of cigarette lighters and the Who’s who.

Impact of the measure
In the period 1st December 2006 through Thursday the 21st of June we had 5,816 page
requests, 3,353 PDF documents downloaded (three editions of the newsletter and the
first annual report); 245 word documents (procedural documents relating to the RAF);
and 672 PowerPoint files (the presentations from the workshop). Detailed statistics on
files downloaded are annexed to this report. We can see for example that as at the 21st of
June there have been 1637 downloads of the newsletter. This compares for example with
some 1400 downloads of the Orgalime newsletter Fairindustry which is one of the most
